RESOURCES FOR COPYRIGHT INFORMATION

The following sites have been suggested or used by teachers and librarians to find information about copyright questions. Please note that not only are we discussing copyright but also how to avoid plagiarism by students and staff.

1. www.techlearning.com -- This site has a succinct 2-page quick reference about copyright questions.

2. www.halldavidson.net -- This site is a continuation of the 

above site with more detail, a quiz and answers.

3. www.slj.com -- This site is for the School Library Journal which your librarian may receive.  Each month it has copyright questions and answers.  This site is searchable and printable.

4. www.dese.state.mo.us -- This site under the Library Media section provides printable brochures for superintendents, principals, educators, and students.  Also, it has the program “But Officer, no one told me it was copyrighted!”  This is an in-depth printable booklet about copyright in Missouri and the national guidelines.

5. www.aime.org/resources -- This site  discusses copyright as it pertains to performances, etc. specifically for the non-profit organizations and schools.

6. www.mplc.com -- This site for the Motion Picture Licensing Corporation details how, for a fee, a school can be covered when showing Disney movies, etc.

7. www.google.com -- This site is especially good if a teacher suspects plagiarism.  Find a peculiar phrase from the document, go to Google. Com, and enter the phrase within quotations marks in the search box.  Very often in a short time, the plagiarized piece is located.

             common sense answers to frequently asked questions.

9.  Most publishers now have websites for their authors.          Often, the sites are listed on the back of the title page or   within the author biography on the inside back of the book cover.  Or a teacher can do a search for the author and locate a site in this manner.
