What is copyright?

     Copyright is a form of protection provided by the laws of the United States (title 17, U.S. Code).  This ensures protection to the author, artist, musician, etc. of both published and unpublished works.  Section 106 of the 1976 Copyright Act generally gives the owner of copyright the exclusive right to do and to authorize others to do the following:

1. To reproduce the work in copies or phonorecords

2. To prepare derivative works based on the work

3. To distribute copies or phonorecords of the work to the public

by sale or other transfer of ownership, or by rental, lease, or

lending.

4. To perform the work publicly, in the case of literary, musical

dramatic, and choreographic works, pantomimes, and motion

pictures and other audiovisual works.

5. To display the work publicly.

6. To perform the work publicly by means of a digital audio transmission.

"FAIR USE"

       The Fair Use, Section 107 of the U.S. Copyright Act of 1976, exempts limited uses of materials from infringement liabilities.  The full text of the fair use statute makes clear that the right of fair use is specifically applicable to teaching, researching, and scholarship.  The law virtually offers no details for determining which activities may be safely allowed.  (See handout and brochure)
